Asenda Item #6 - Lons-Ranse Second Plannins Session
The Board sutntnarized their actions to date rvith their focus being: (1) more rail
development rvith gravel trails on thc east side and paved trails on the rvest side; (2) better
signage for inside the Park as rvell as externally; (3) connect the trvo sides either physically
or rvith signs and pavement markings on lvf ain Strcet; and (4) improve Park amenities and
fea tu re s.

The Board wânts to stage a public vierving session in November to display concept boards
illustrating the Board's vision for the Park.

The Board agreed to conduct a tour on October 1.7'h at 1 PlvI of the recentllr finished Park
in Opportunity as a means to see horv that functions. The Board will conclude the day
with an inspe ction of ,{.rrowstone Park.

Asenda Item #7 - Board Members & Committee Renorts
President Salisburf informed the Board that the Fire Crerv needs a day or two to repair the
kiosks, horvever; the Crerv is unable to spend ân1, ¡i-" ât the Park due to the fire season.

Membe¡ Finco raised concerns regarding the door hinges on the toilets - they are broken,
preventing the doors to close by themseh'es.

President Salisbury said she will ensure the necessar)r repairs are done.

Member Finco questioned is it necessâr)¡ to close the road bisecting the triangle.

President Salisbury responded by saying she will approach the County Attorney regarding
legal issues with the road.

Member Swant raised a question regarding MT DEQ's sampling plan for the Park.

Planning Director Bender explained the agency and their consultants are responding to
comments composed by the EPA regarding the plan. Because of the need to provide
specified ânswers, the agency did not expect to conduct an)¡ fieldwork before the end of
the 1's2¡.

The Board discussed the possibility of placing a gazebo / pavilion to comple ment the
existing one.

Member Swant suggested a structure on the rvestside to accommodate more picnic tables.



The Board asked the Planning Director to see if M & P Excavating could assist with the
e ffort.

The Boatd discussed ways to manâge noxious 
"veeds 

at the Park and questioned if DEQ
has any authority to oversee the weed program. The Board also discussed the need to
prevent weeds from reducing the width of ttails.

The Board discussed the need for more informative signage at the Park with President
Salisbury reminding the Board of her comments from a previous meeting where she
showed possible sign examples.

Member Swant moved, with Member Finco seconding, to acquire additional signage. The
Board approved the motion through â vote of three to zeîo.
