Veterans’ Day Wednesday, November 11
Thanksgiving Day Thursday, November 26
Christmas Day Friday, December 25

Please note that most state employees work a Monday through Friday schedule.
For those employees, when a holiday falls on a nonworkday - Saturday or
Sunday — the holiday usually is observed on Monday (if the holiday falls on a

Sunday) or Friday (if the holiday falls on Saturday).
